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On the occasion of Earth Guest day, Lendtre symbolically planted two apple
trees.

It was both an environmental and a social action because the apple trees were
planted in collaboration with an association for the reintegration of the Disabled
called « I' Association pour l'insertion et la Réinsertion professionnelle et
Humaine des Handicapés », one of Lenétre’s partner.

Supporting the communication campaign “Stop talking. Star t planting”

For the 40th birthday of Earth Guest day, Accor supports the communication
campaign "Stop talking. Start planting “ conducted by an association of
children coming from all around the world, called Plant for the Planet, which
acts in favor of reforestation. With the campaign "Stop talking. Start planting”,
132 children worldwide are involved as ambassadors in international meetings
in order to educate adults and to lead planting actions, in partnership with the
“Campa|%n for a Billion Trees” (United Nations Environment Program). On
April 22 all Accor hotels in South Africa decided to launch their action in
favor of this communication campaign: press release, posters, photo shootings
with local celebrities. The aim was to raise awareness among customers and
employees of the importance of planting trees to offset carbon emissions.
Moreover, until April 2011, Accor hotels in South Africa will make conference
rooms available for the association Plant for the Planet so that children will be
able to set up meetings.

Energy, water

Accor hotels in South Africa wanted to raise awareness among customers and
employees of the importance of energy and water conservation by installing a
150I solar geyser in a school (Lycée Frangais Jules Vernes) and a Rain Water
Capturing System. 14 hotels participated to this action and all hotels
communicated on it. Hotels also launched a competition for children to animate
on the them “why is saving energy important?”. Children made a short
presentation on the eco-system they were creating. According to them, Accor
rainwater capturing system will really help them to realize their project.
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Ibis and Novotel Cotonou donated linens, plates, beds... to the
orphanage named « La bergerie de Dieu » located in Tokan.

Accor delegations were welcomed by children and administrators who
were all delighted to meet them. Accompanied by members of the
Environment Committee, the Director of Novotel and ibis Cotonou, Pascal
Turonnet, presented the donation to the orphanage’s founder in presence
of the board of directors and children.

Children had prepared many activities: songs, dance... At the end of the
day, employees could visit the orphanage’s offices.
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Accor Ivory Coast employees donated treated mosquito nets to the
inhabitants of the Abobo SOS Village in partnership with SG Consult and
Global Business Trading House represented by its General Manager, Mr.
Issiaka N'DIAYE.

The SOS Village of Abobo hosts orphaned or abandoned children. These
children were delighted to receive this donation that demonstrated the strong
commitment of Accor Ivory Coastin the fight against Malaria. They thanked
the staff with songs, dances and skits.

Some of Accor employees, as well as the Global Business Trading House
and SG Consult directors, have pledged to support children within the village.

To end this emotional day, the visit of a family house in the village and a
cocktail made by Accor employees for all the participants were organised.
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For the 2010 edition of Earth Guest day, Accor Morocco employees were
mobilized towards sustainable development in partnership with the association
« SOS Village d’enfants ».

By equipping the structure (dedicated to young handicapped) and the training
center of the Dar Bouazza SOS village with solar panels (6 in total) and water
boilers, Accor Morocco gives the village the opportunity to achieve significant
energy savings and to make further steps towards environmental protection.

Accor Morocco teams and young people supported by the Moroccan

Association of “SOS Village d’enfants” gathered for the Earth Day with the
following program:

Bean picking, an activity generating income for the center;
Olive trees planting;

Initiation workshops for a recycling activity supervised b y an educator of
the Imzouren SOS Village.
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With the help of many partners (Community based Surport, International
Foundation for Education and Self-Help Health, and Total Health Trust), the
hotel delivered lectures on HIV-AIDS, Malaria and Cholera, Orphans &
Vulnerable children.

A distribution of condoms, Malaria drugs (Coartem) and mosqu ito nets
was organized.

Several individuals went for voluntary HIV test and counseling.

People were also informed on the issue of child protection.
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60 employees, accompanied by SOS SAHEL representatives, visited the
Lompoul region to meet the local populations who not only take part to the
SOS SAHEL project financed thanks to Accor’'s “Plant or the Planet”
reforestation project, but also benefit from it. Accor employees discovered the
existing plantations and planted a few trees themselves . Finally, 2500 trees
were planted in two days.

Accor employees also had the opportunity to share moments with the
populations around a good meal and two activities: making of a traditional oven
using less wood and making of a Tieboudieune, a traditional dish with rice and
fish.

For Earth Guest day, employees from the 2 hotels, Pullman Teranga and

Novotel Dakar, together with employees from the regional Accor office,
could see with their own eyes the project's positive impact in situ. Accor
Senegal employees are now ambassadors of this project involving 500 hotels
in Southern Europe, Africa and the Middle East..
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For Earth Guest day 2010, employees of Sofitel Algiers Hamma Garden, Mercure Alger Aéroport, and i bis Alger
Aéroport, went to a center for mentally disabled adults in precarious social situation where they refurbished green spaces,
planted a few trees and bushes.

It was the case for ibis Guadalajara Expo, ibis Chihuahua, Novotel Santa Fe, ib s
Aguascalientes Norte. ibis Chihuahua  organized a show with a theatre for the employees’ children in order to raise
their awareness of child abuses and mistreatments so that they will learn how to protect themselves and how to
denounce these abuses. 16 children participated.

- Employees were encouraged to use bikes to come to work and to participate in
the Earth Hour at home.

- 60 employees participated in a eco friendly event: the first bicycle rally from Siem
Reap to the hotel school Paul Dubrule.

))
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Sofitel Moorea’s employees decided to act in favor of the lagoon preservation for
the coral reproduction with the help of the island’s children and the help of a lagoon
expert. Following a presentation on coral life and its importance in the ecosystem,
employees organized a workshop to replant coral cuttings. Each of the 28 children
sponsored a cutting that will grow until next year.

On April 21st and 22nd, Sofitel Tahiti Maeva Beach Resort celebrated Earth
Guest day. Program of these two days:

Visit of the “Sea Village”: tour of the underwater trail, raising awareness of the
marine wildlife preservation, presenting the coral grafting technique.

Visit of the “Water Royale site”: presentation of the water cycle, stages of bottling,
raising awareness of water conservation.

At Sofitel: development and disposal of facilities for reef fish larvae.

Sofitel Bora Bora Marara Beach and private island’s employees planted and
developed a coral garden on Sofitel site.

Sustainable development Department — August 2010
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All Australian hotels participated in an activity that would not only engage staff but also guests and community. The area
of focus was in relation to the following themes: Energy, Waste, Water and Biodiversity . Communication tools were
displayed in staff and public areas including posters and presentations for lobby screens. A national competition was
organized: the ‘Earth Guest day, Hotel Innovation award’ which awarded the most innovative hotel environmental idea
with a prize of $1000 to contribute to an employee activity. The Cairns hotels (Novotel Cairns Oasis Resort, Mercure
Cairns Harbourside and Pullman Reef Casino)  were the winners of this competition: they have been awarded for their
Earth Guest day initiatives:

Helping the environment by giving guests the chance to forgo a room cleaning during their stay in order to reduce the
amount of energy, chemicals, waste and water used. With the savings, the staff supported the Cairns Regional Council
Tree Planting Day.

Showing guests an environmentally friendly car wash with the product Natures Style Magic which cleans a small car
without using any water.

Pullman’s Executive Chef Volkmar Frielingsdor also planted an ‘Earth Guest’ herb garden in the hotel's poolside garden
beds to further raise guest awareness of the hotel's environmental initiatives.

Elsewhere, Novotel Barossa Valley Resort received praise for running its sixth consecutive annual tree planting day
with the local Lyndoch Primary School, a joint project that has resulted in more than 1000 trees being planted since its
inception.

Novotel Twin Waters Resort also received a special nod for holding an educational day inviting local producers of
environmental products to showcase them to staff and guests at the ‘Earth Guest day market'.
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All hotels in New Zealand and Fiji region , including the Auckland Regional
Office, participated in Earth Guest day: the 5 Auckland hotels, Grand Mercure

Puka Park Resort, Novotel Tainui Hamilton and ibis Tamui Ham iiton, Novotel
and ibis Rotura Lakeside, hotels in Wellington, Mercure Dun edin, Mercure
and Novotel Nadi, Sofitel Fiji Resort & Spa, Novotel Suva Lam i Bay, Mercure
Picton Marlborough Sounds, the 3 hotels in Chrostchurch and the

Queenstown hotels . They focused biodiversity and worked in parks and reserves,
planted trees and restored native habitats. The hotels’ guests were also invited to
participate in the operation.

Earth Guest day was also used as a platform to launch Plant for the Planet in the
region.

To communicate on Earth Guest day in the hotels, posters were displayed in all
staff areas, images were shown on the digital frames at reception, letters were put
in guests room with an invitation to participate to the events.
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More than 135 hotels participated in Earth Guest day 2010 and realized 1 action minimum of the Earth Guest
program’s eight priorities. In 9 big cities in Germany, central actions around Earth Guest day took place: Nature
clean-up, tree planting, introduction of fair trade products, blood donations...

Here are some activities that were undertaken:

Tree planting of the management board including a photo shoo ting for the communication campaign «
Stop talking. Start planting. »
The German Accor management board planted a symbolic tree in order to support the association “Plant for the
Planet”. Climate ambassadors coming from a local school planted trees at the new Novotel Munich Airport. In
addition, the whole Accor management board with members from the Airport Munich management board were
available for the photo shooting “Stop talking. Start planting.”

69 Mercure Hotels in Germany communicated on the amount of pl anted trees (10.000) thanks to the
Accor project “Plant for the Planet”.
69 Mercure Hotels in Germany started to participate in the Accor project “Plant for the Planet” in February 2010.
For the months February & March 2010, the hotels saved money that will enable the planting of around 10.000
trees in Romania in partnership with the NGO MET. During the Earth Guest week, these hotels promoted their
support for the project through different actions.

Nature-cleanup in the English Garden of Munich
All Accor hotels in Munich and some employees of the headquarter, took part in a Nature clean-up action on May
3rd in the English Garden. In four hours, 70 people picked-up waste and leaned the garden from cigarettes,
bottles...
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In Hungary and Slovakia, 198 Accor employees and their families also
planted trees. The aim was to plant as many saplings as Accor employees.
Everybody planted 3 or 4 saplings with the help of 4 professional foresters.

United Kingdom and Ireland

Biodiversity

Accor UK is currently working to finance the « Fruits for Children » project in
association with the Plan NGO. This project consists in planting fruit trees in
eight schools for 4,000 children in Kenya. It will also improve fruit farming
knowledge, prevention of soil erosion and ensure that water is clean and safe
for children.

Accor UK wished to mobilize and educate its employees, and asked them to
plant a symbolic fruit tree, in the hotel green spaces or in the surroundings
and then explained them the benefits of the project. In total, 500 trees were
planted during Earth Guest day 2010.
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Approximately 15 employees of the Novotel, ibis, and Etap in Bern cleaned
the Bern forest on April 22nd.

On June 5th, approximately 50 employees in Geneva (7 hotels) cleaned the
“Bois de Grille” forest (protected site) and the banks of the Rhéne in
partnership with the municipality of Vernier.

For the third time, on April 20th and 21st, Accor Switzerland organized at
Novotel de Berne the « Diving Days », 2 days dedicated to employees on
the theme of sustainable development. 250 employees coming from all
Switzerland could discover thirty stands dedicated to the brands, the Group
jobs, as well as partners stands such as Europcar, le Casino Barriere du Jura,
Veolia, Max Havelaar, la Fédération Suisse du Tourisme, et Micros Fidelio.
Christophe Vanswieten, General Manager of Accor Hospitality Benelux,
Swtizerland and Scandinavia was present.

These two days were focused on sustainable development and were
organized to educate employees on ecology, energy saving ... All stands had
to show their actions in favor of the Earth conservation.
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At the head offices (Services + Hospitality), a lecture on the FOOD program (Fighting Obesity through Offer and Demand) made
by a nutritionist of Nutrichallenge and a balanced buffet in partnership with Exki were organized. Around 125 employees participated.

Sofitel hotels acted in favor of energy and biodiversity. For example, employees of Sofitel Luxembourg Centre organized a tree
planting with the help of a landscaper.

Pullman Brussels Airport  acted in favor of water : recycling shower water for washing machines and the garden.

Mercure hotels have acted in favor of  environment, child protection, balanced food. Mercure Esch Sur Alzette is partner of ECPAT
and put in place leaflets in the hotel on the fight against child-sex tourism in the world, Mercure Kikuoka Golf Club planted 10 trees,
organized a balanced lunch for employees and a long walk around the golf course...

Novotel hotels called up for local development, environment and balanced food. Novotel Brussels Centre Tour Noire organized a

Etap Hotel called up for energy, waste and child protection. Etap Hotel Brussels Airport replaced light bulbs by energy saving light
bulbs, sorted waste...

In the Netherlands , Accor employees went to the northern part
of the country at the “Biological Greenery and Shelter home” for
handicapped kids. The 50 employees did a lot of painting, helped
in planting all kinds of biological vegetables and fruits, made a
border for a new biological garden and a playground for the kids.

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In Spain, about 300 Group employees took part in Earth Guest day in five cities. Hotel teams of all brands as
well as headquarter teams planted a total of 1,600 trees in Madrid, Barcelona, Valencia, Bilbao and Malaga. These
trees were recorded in the United Nations Environment Program'’s Billion Tree Campaign with which Accor has
partnered.

Madrid : One hundred employees were involved in planting native trees in the los Cerros Park in Alcala de
Henares, in the east of Madrid.

Barcelona : 75 employees patrticipated in the reforestation of the Caldes River in Palau-solita i Plegamans, near
Barcelona. The objective was to reforest the river shoreline with a vegetation adapted to the river current.

Valencia: The plantation also concerned the shore of the Turia River in the Natural Park of the Turia, in the
Villamarchante city.

Bilbao : The Arraiz Mount in Bilbao was reforested by nearly forty employees, with typical plants of the area.

Malaga: Accor teams carried out the first reforestation of the Robla Mount, close to Malaga city, that had suffered
last year from a devastating fire.
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At Ibis Milano Centro , a very special cycling lesson was organized. 80
employees participated in the event. Thanks to the employees, the hotel ibis
Milano Centro produced a total of 932,171 kWh.

Now the hotel can use the energy produced in order to illuminate the lobby or
other parts of the hotel. GetFit, a famous fitness club in Italy, organized these
sessions of cycling. Each cyclist received an Earth Guest day T-shirt. The
cyclist who has produced more energy than the others won a weekend in one
of the Accor hotels in ltaly or a free subscription within GetFit Clubs.
Employees were pleased to participate in the event: for them it was a real mix
between an amazing event and a social and environment commitment.

Besides, in all Accor hotels in Italy, dynamo torches and brochures about
how preserving energy in Accor and at home were distributed to customers
and employees.
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More than 80 hotels and headquarters employees as well as Acc or
Services and La Compagnie des Wagons-lits were mobilized for Earth
Guest day on Estoril, near Lisbon. The activities comprised: cleansing,
improvement and maintenance of green spaces, planting of more than 1,300
units of shrubs, repair of irrigation system....For this action, Accor Portugal
was in partnership with EMAC, a Public Environment Organization.

Accor Portugal also helped CERCICA - Cooperative of Education and
Rehabilitation of Handicapped Children - Therapeutic Education Center which
supports people suffering from intellectual disabilities or learning difficulties.
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Both Sofitel Athens Airport and Novotel Athenes organized a conference
which took place on the 22nd of April in the Sofitel Athens Airport's premises.
There were several presentations on biodiversity and on companies’
environmental initiatives (both Greek companies and companies operating in
Greece). Around 150 persons including customers, hotel partners and hotel
staff attended the celebration which was a big success.

The following companies got involved in the celebration of t he Earth
Day: Athens International Airport , Hellenic Ornithology Society, Air France
Kim, AB Vasilopoulos (big supermarket chain in Greece), CCIFH (the Franco-
Hellenic Chamber of Commerce).

The attendees (clients, partners, staff members) were given a variety of seeds
to plant (flowers, vegetables, fruits etc) from Sofitel Athens Airport and all
promised to bring the plants back next year.
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At the head offices:

Accor Hospitality : in Odyssey on the 22nd of April and in Evry on the 23rd, two
informational stands were placed in common areas to enable employees to discover some
of the Group's sustainable development initiatives. (A sustainable development stand to
discover the Group’s actions and a stand « Jardins de Gally », provider of green spaces
maintenance at Odyssey). A quiz on biodiversity was distributed. In Odyssey, employees
were also able to enjoy an organic buffet in the cafeteria.

Accor Services : Many activities took place: a bio breakfast was offered to employees, a
quiz on biodiversity was distributed, an association of environment protection located in
Malakoff came to share its actions conducted in terms of sustainable development in the
city, a collect of 25 used mobile phones was organized with the Association Monextel...
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In hotels:

Implementation of organic dishes  and drinks in its restoration offers. This initiative will be implemented in the 105
Novotel in France offering a Novotelcafe concept.

Strengthens its commitment to fight against the disappearance of bees: donation of 100,000 euros for the research
program "Abeille Sentinelle”, managed by the French Veterinary Center for Wild Fauna and Ecosystems, improvement of the
restoration offer with three new types of French honey offered in the breakfast in all Pullman and dishes in the menu made with honey,
creation of a honey break for business travelers with gingerbread prepared with Pullman’s honey, drinks with honey, honey
drops...Launched in 2009, this commitment relies on a partnership with the association Bee my friend, civic movement of solidarity for
the bee saving and the vegetable biodiversity protection. Since 2009, each Pullman hotel in France supports a hive with a professional
beekeeper in partnership with the association.

From April 19th to May 9th, Mercure France offered to nearly 3 600 000 customers the possibility to convert their A| Club
points, (A|Club = Accor loyalty program), in donations to the Institut Pasteur. This funding will allow the creation of a climatic chamber to
study the evolution of viruses giving rise to epidemics, and the creation of a mobile analysis laboratory.

From April 20th to April 26th, Suitehotel asked its customers to collect their plastic bottles’ caps as part of a
partnership with the association "Les bouchons d’amours”. The caps recycling will allow the purchase equipment to facilitate the daily
lives of handicapped people.

The 139 owned and leased ibis hotels raised employees and customers’ awareness of the number of trees financed thanks to
the “Plant for the Planet” project, launched in 2009. (72.000 trees financed in 2009). These actions are part of a general commitment of
ibis in terms of environment. .

For the third consecutive year, all seasons France offered its employees the possibility to follow trainings in literacy.
Several hotels offered a material assistance to local associations militating against illiteracy.

From April 5th to April 19th, Etap Hotel France collected 0.30 € on each breakfast consumed. At the end of this action,
the raised amount will be donated to the French League for the Birds Protection (LPO) to help six protection centers located in France.
On April 22nd, nature outings were also organized by Etap Hotel teams for schools located near the hotel.

the 268 hotelF1 establishments called up in favor of "eco-driving" and distributed 30 000 comics about the Environment
quality and the planet well-being to their customers, partners and employees. On April 22nd, hotelF1 also made available two driving
simulators located in Paris and Lyon to learn how to drive a vehicle in an environmental friendly way.
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Supporting the campaign “Stop talking. Start planting”

For Earth Guest day, Compagnie des Wagons-Lits (CWL) supported the
communication campaign "Stop talking. Start planting "carried out by an association
of children coming from all around the world calling for reforestation to save the
planet and their future. On April 24th, 10 volunteer children aged between 8 and 12,
with their parents, all CWL (Grand Est. Restauration) staff members, traveled from
Paris to Stuttgart; A particular thank must be adressed to the railroad network ALLEO
which allowed them to travel free of charge in 1st class. During the trip an academy
took place: children received information and trainings, along with documents, books,
T-shirts and bags. Thanks to 2 children who already are ambassadors, these 10
children were also trained on how to become ambassadors of the “Stop talking. Start
planting” campaign. On arrival, they were welcomed by ibis Stuttgart, where a lunch
and a photo session were held, before meeting other German children for a common
planting party with foresters from Stuttgart forest. In total, 80 trees were planted.
Another academy took place in the train back to Paris and children then received
their “Climate Justice Ambassadors” certificate.

Tree plantings in Portugal

Tree planting in Portugal: In Portugal, CWL employees acted with Accor Hospitality
employees to clean up a garden and plant local trees and plants in Cascais, near
Lisbon.
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This year again, a huge mobilization took place worldwide for Earth Guest day with 29 countries participating!

In USA: launch of an internal communication campaign to raise employees’ awareness of the office environmental impact and launch
of a new “green website” (www.ourgreencommute.com) that allows customers to estimate the environmental impact of their commute.

In Uruguay : implementation of educational programs for employees on different topics: Water, Plastics, Global warming...

In ltaly : Accor Services raised its employees’ awareness of energy saving: 250 leaflets distributed to all employees on what Accor
Services ltaly concretely does for energy saving with simple everyday life suggestions.

In South Africa: application of the Environment charter actions, recycling of all plastic & paper instead of throwing away, raising
awareness by showing the documentary “11thHour”, asking all employees to find actions they can apply in the company and in their
personal lives to make positive changes for the environment.

In Singapore: On April 18th, a group of employees participated in Run for Water Singapore 2010, a 6km race. On April 30th,
employees were invited to visit an organic farm (a talk on organic food and environment was organized for the staff) .

In Australia, all state offices displayed an ecological movie called The Story of Stuff. The local Intranet was also dedicated to Earth
Guest day in order to raise employees awareness.

Of course, the 23 other countries also acted on different themes: Argentina (Environment), Austria (Environment), Belgium (balanced
food), Brazil (Environment), Chile (Environment), Czech Republic (Biodiversity), France (Environment), Germany (Biodiversity), Hong
Kong (Environment), Hungary (Biodiversity), India (Biodiversity) , Mexico (Environment), Peru (Waste), Romania (Environment),
Portugal (Biodiversity), Slovakia (Energy and Biodiversity), Sweden (Biodiversity), Spain (Energy), Taiwan (Environment), The
Netherlands (Balanced Food), Turkey (Environment), UK (Environment), Venezuela (Biodiversity).
