1  At the Century Old Town, Prague  
(Czech Republic), follow in the footsteps 
of Franz Kafka as you step into Prague’s 
first ever inn built in 1379, which was 
later to house the insurance company 
for which the famous writer worked.

2  At the Songtsam Retreat, Shangri-La   
(China), revive body and soul at an altitude 
of 3,300m overlooking the delightful town 
of Shangri-La whose historical monastery, 
Songzanlin, dating back to 1679, is one of 
the world’s largest Lama temples.

3  At the Grand Hotel, Melbourne  
(Australia), revel in all the Victorian 
grandeur of this beautiful building that 
was home to the city’s founder, John 
Batman, prior to becoming the Victorian 
Rail Commission’s head office in 1891.

4  At the Hostal Nicolas de Ovando  
(Dominican Republic), enjoy a journey 
that spans five centuries in this 
building that was erected in 1502  
and was home to Hispaniola’s first 
royal governor.

5  At the Convent, Amsterdam   
(The Netherlands), travel back to the Middle 
Ages as you step through the doors of this 
hotel whose current façade protected two 
13th century convents, and the offices of 
the famous Dutch newspaper De Tijd, prior 
to being renamed Castel Van Aemstel.
