These include the city’s 
designation as the European capital of culture in 2 013, many superb buildings associated with the 
Euroméditerranée program and a wide range of projec ts by talented local artists. Creative talent is co lorful 
and abundant, creating an atmosphere that’s just ri ght for the Novotel Marseille Vieux-Port. 
 
 
Renowned architects drawing inspiration from the ci ty 
 
A number of internationally acclaimed architects will leave their mark through the Euroméditerranée  urban renewal 
program that is transforming several districts adjacent to the port:  
 

 British-Iraqi architect Zaha Hadid  designed the CMA-CGM tower , a 147-meter concrete, glass and metal 
structure that will offer one of Marseille’s highest vantage points. 
 

 Frenchman Jean Nouvel  will build a 135-meter tower graced with two suspended gardens and covered with 
concrete sunscreens that change color depending on the viewing angle. 

 
 Japanese architect Kengo Kuma  was chosen for the new home of the Regional Foundation for Contemporary 

Art (FRAC). The 5,433-sq.m edifice will house an exhibition area, conference hall, documentation center and 
restaurant. Transparent, hollowed out sections of the façade will allow certain works to be seen from the street. 

 
Another major architect is Le Corbusier , inventor of the Unité d’Habitation concept that gave rise to the Cité 
Radieuse , a 30-year long project that is today registered as a historic monument.

Such well-known brands as André GAS,  Sessùn, Didier Parakian, Le Temps des Cerises  and Pain de Sucre  
originated in Marseille before branching out to Paris – and in some cases other world capitals: 

 
 André GAS , whose jewelry boutique is located on the fashionable Rue Paradis, is celebrating its 40th 

anniversary in 2009. Just around the corner on Rue Edmond Rostand , the city’s preeminent antique district, old 
shops share the street with contemporary boutiques like Le Cabanon Design  and Galerie Garance Servajean .  
 

 For lovers of modern furniture, there’s MDBA and its showroom in a Haussmann-era apartment. 
 

 Down the street from Novotel Marseille Vieux-Port, the Opera district  has become a popular shopping area. 
Shoppers flock to the boutiques in search of Emma Sessùn’s  latest creative hit, an American Apparel  tee shirt 
or a stunning Pain de Sucre bathing suit. 

 
 Others stop to shop at Flowerbox , which offers beautiful arrangements of plants and flowers in different kinds of 

boxes. It also features a painted steel-tube planter designed by Marine Peyre, the founder of Cooked in 
Marseille , who is about to open a new showroom and whose products are sold at MOMA in New York. 

 
 A visit to the Opera district wouldn’t be complete without a stop at Bastide des Bains  for a Turkish bath, followed
